REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The meeting was started with the Pledge of Allegiance at 6:30 PM
The first meeting of the year was started with the oath of offices for new members, followed by passing of Resolution 2013-01 City of Kellogg Organizational resolution.  Ken Pavelka was added as acting Mayor.  Schmoker by phone had concerns of the city attorney stating that he feels that he steered the city wrong in regards to the river bank project and a few other things.  Lee asked for discussion, Broadwater commented that he felt he has done a good job, and Pavelka commented that he somewhat agrees with Schmoker but the cost of hiring someone new is not worth it. 
MOTION BY BROADWATER SECOND BY HAGER TO ACCEPT RESOLUTION 2013-01 ORGANIZATIONAL ADDING KEN PAVELKA AS ACTING MAYOR.  SCHMOKER WAS AVAILABLE BY PHONE AND VOTED IN THE RESOLUTION VOTING YES TO EVERYTHING EXCEPT THE CITY ATTORNEY, AYES FOR ENTIRE RESOLUTION:  BROADWATER, PAVELKA, HAGER AND LEE.  MOTION CARRIED.
MOTION BY PAVELKA SECOND BY BROADWATER TO ACCEPT RESOLUTION 2013-02 COUNCIL MEMBER CODE OF CONDUCT.  AYES: BROADWATER, PAVELKA, HAGER, AND LEE.  SCHMOKER ABSENT.  MOTION CARRIED.   
FIRE REPORT:  
Arens was present and reminded council that the annual fire board meeting was coming up on Wednesday the 16th starting at 7:30 PM for all those who want to attend.  He also asked permission to transfer the $12,200.00 annual amount from the contract to the MMSA account T & E. 
MOTION BY BROADWATER SECOND BY PAVELKA TO TRANSFER THE $12,200.00 FROM THE KFD GENERAL ACCOUNT TO THE MMSA T & E ACCOUNT.  AYES:  PAVELKA, HAGER, BROADWATER AND LEE.  SCHMOKER ABSENT.  MOTION CARRIED.

Arens then stated that the whole department has not undergone a physical since 1994 and they are in need of that for insurance purposes and contacted a company that will come to the fire hall and do them all in one night at an approximate cost of $65.00 per person.  Hager asked how detailed is this physical and Lee and Arens stated it is very similar to a school physical, and does not believe there is even blood draws, Hager was concerned with HEPPA, but Arens feels that is not a problem but he will ask the company how that works.  

MOTION BY PAVELKA SECOND BY BROADWATER TO HAVE ARENS CONTRACT FOR THE FIREMEN PHYSICALS AT AN APPROXIMATE COST OF $65.00 PER PERSON.  AYES:  PAVELKA, BROADWATER, HAGER AND LEE.  SCHMOKER ABSENT.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Arens then stated that the committee is still working on the new bidding specs for the truck and hopes to have something completed for advertisement sometime in February.  Lee then asked new member Hager if he knew what has been going on with the truck and Hager stated he knew very little, Lee suggested that he and Arens meet and get the specifics so he can be on the same page as everyone else.

No Report, Pavelka asked about the letter from the Secretary of States office all received and Schuler commented that the city attorney and the auditor received the same letter and it will be worked on during final audit.

 Gile then presented council with the NIMS certification courses offered online, stating that it is recommended that all members of council take the courses, also stating that he and Schuler have all the certificates already as do some of the fire and first responders, it was all information only items.  He also presented new member Hager with a CD of the Emergency management plan, well head protection plan, and city codes and ordinances. 

PARK / GYM /STREETS REPORT:
Leonhardt was present and reported that the stop signs were installed on Sheppard and Green as requested.  He also commented that he had spoken to the engineer and he was wondering council’s decision concerning the upcoming street repairs so he can get working on it if council so desires.
