REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

Others Present: Gary Gile, Justin Leonhardt, Dave Brunnette, (Heiman Fire Inc.), Jean Coates, Janet Drysdale, Sue Schuler, Jeff Arens, 
The meeting was started with the Pledge of Allegiance at 6:30 PM
FIRE REPORT:  
Dave Brunnette from Heiman Fire Inc. was present to sign the contract to purchase the new fire truck, Arens presented council with all the final documents for review.  
MOTION BY BROADWATER SECOND BY PAVELKA TO SIGN THE PURCHASE AGGREEMENT WITH HEIMAN FIRE INC IN THE AMOUNT OF $274,931.00 AS PRESENTED.  AYES:  BROADWATER, PAVELKA, HAGER, AND LEE.  ABSTAIN:  SCHMOKER.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Shuler then presented council with resolution 2013-11 providing the issuance, sale and delivery of a not to exceed $200,000.000 general obligation note series: 2013A.

MOTION BY SCHMOKER SECOND BY BROADWATER TO APPROVE RESOLUTION 2013-11 AS PRESENTED.  AYES: ALL. MOTION CARRIED.  

Schuler then presented the City of Kellogg, Minnesota Pre-Post issuance policy and procedures for approval and signatures.

MOTOIN BY BROADWATER SECOND BY PAVELKA TO APPROVE AND SIGN SAID DOCUMENT AS PRESENTED.  AYES: ALL. MOTION CARRIED.  

Schuler commented that she and Mike Bubany locked in the bond last Thursday the 6th of June at an interest rate of 2.05%, noting that the rate today is 3.796% and that the bank of Zumbrota accepted the bond and we are looking at a bond closing date of July 1, 2013.  Schuler also placed in the council packs a complete payment schedule stating that the city saved some $4000.00 in issuance fee’s by combining the street project and the truck purchase together and stated that Bubany separated them in one bond so either can be paid off early after three years with no penalty.  
Schmoker asked Arens what the training was that cost $850.00 and Arens commented that it was for the Survival training that the department had and that it is reimbursable through the state and Schuler has already sent that in for reimbursement.  

KLS REPORT: 
Bruce was not present.  Schuler commented that she did however place a KLS financial in their packs for any discussion stating that the KLS made $2,703.71 in the month of May 2013.   
POLICE REPORT:
No police present.  Pavelka commented on the recent newspaper articles concerning the program that the county was running and asked if Kellogg saw any of that money.  Lee stated that he attends the police commission meetings and that the program is one that the Sheriff’s department offers in speeding tickets to the public that they have three days to either decide to take the class and keep it off their record or go to court and that the city of Wabasha receives a portion of that monies to be set aside for vehicles etc, and that the city has been placing it in the general find and not the police and that’s the controversy.  Schuler commented that the only monies that Kellogg receives is if someone goes to court and has to pay a fine for an offense happening in Kellogg and that goes into the court fines and forfeitures income for the city of Kellogg.   
WATER / SEWER REPORT:   Gile was present and stated to council that he was asked by them to get prices on pumps etc.  Gile commented that to replace the pump in well #3 would be about $15,000.00, To replace the frequency drive $3,750.00.  #2 Well replacement pump will run somewhere between $9,000.00 and $10,000.00.  To replace the pump at the lift station would be around $18,382.00.  Gile stated that all are ok for now he was just giving the council the info that they requested at the last meeting.  Schmoker asked the ages of the pumps and Gile responded that #3 well pump is some 15 years old, #2 is 30 years and the lift station is 15 years old.  Hager commented that this is good information for a business case.  Some discussion occurred. 
PARK / GYM /STREETS REPORT:
Leonhardt was present and asked council to think about purchasing a transit so when he is cleaning out ditches and doing drainage he can shoot the correct grades, stating that the one he looked at was a David White single at a cost of about $900.00, Broadwater commented that, that is the lower end of the transits and would recommend him looking into a Pentax or a Tremble and would like to see him find one that is around $1500.00 to $2000.00 it’s a better product. Leonhardt commented that he has been barrowing Eric Passes’ and would like to purchase one for the city instead of always using his.   Pavelka felt that he does not want to spend that kind of money for something that sits on the wall most of the time, and Hager commented that there are a lot of tools hanging on the wall but it’s nice to have if needed. Schmoker commented that we just bought a truck this year and wants to wait as well.  Broadwater commented that he can actually use it for a lot more that shooting grades.  Broadwater stated that he has one Leonhardt can use but it needs two people, Hager also commented that he also has one if Leonhardt wants to use it.  Lee stated that this is a good item to think about in next year’s budget.  Leonhardt then stated that Fahrner stated that they would be here the end of this week to get the street work started, they were supposed to be done by June 1, 2013 but have been delayed due to the weather.  Lee asked if Watopa Street was on the list of repairs for he could not remember and Leonhardt commented no, it was decided that it is already too far gone and needs complete replacement and Council did not vote to do any of those.  Some discussion of the street repairs occurred.  Pavelka then stated that there are some dead trees at the ball fields and in the park that need to come down for they look terrible.  Lee stated that he would help Leonhardt for the wood if council agreed.  All agreed to have Lee help him and keep the wood.  Leonhardt then asked if they were planning on having the stumps ground down and they commented yes.  He stated that he would get to it when they were done with the manholes.  Schmoker then showed Leonhardt a broken bracket in the gym on one of the basketball fixtures and stated that it is a safety hazard and should also be fixed Leonhardt thanked him and will take a look at it for he was not aware of it.

MOTION BY PAVELKA SECOND BY SCHMOKER TO APPROVE THE PERMIT FROM KYE LACKEY FOR A SECOND STORY DECK AS PRESENTED AND APPROVED BY THE PC COMMITTEE.  AYES: ALL. MOTION CARRIED.

OTHER BUSINESS: 
Lee brought to the council the need for an employee evaluation form, he presented one for council to look at and if they like it or think it will work then he would like it motioned for Mark Jarstad to look at it and then they will be able to use it for all the evaluations coming up.
MOTION BY SCHMOKER SECOND BY PAVELKA TO APPROVE THE DOCUMENT TO GO TO THE CITY ATTORNEY FOR FINAL APPROVAL.  AYES: ALL MOTION CARRIED.  

 Lee commented that after we get the evaluation back approved from Jarstad the council will schedule a time for the employee interviews and Pavelka commented that they would go retroactive at that point for there are all overdue. Hager asked Schuler the last time she had one and she commented that it was 4 years ago, Schuler commented that 4 years ago she took a 2 year wage freeze to hire a deputy clerk full time and the maintenance man, then 2 years ago all three took a 2 year wage freeze for employee health insurance, so it has been 4 years. Hager asked if the meeting for council can be closed to discuss the employees and Lee did not think so, but Schuler will ask the League.  Some discussion occurred.
Next Lee discussed talking to the LMC and the city attorney regarding the employee policy and procedures that was adopted in December of 2004, and took effect in 2005 stating that after talking to those people, he would like the council to take it home look it over and modify it to fit the city of Kellogg better.  Hager asked if all the employees had a copy of the policies and lee commented no, we don’t want them to have this one for it is not a correct one, and Hager questioned that statement. Schuler commented that this was apparently started back in 2000 according to the minutes on file, and after two clerks, and two new councils the current one was adopted in December of 2004 to take effect January of 2005.  Lee stated that the regular meeting scheduled for June 26th has already been changed to July 2nd so that they can canvass the elections that they should be able to use the entire regular meeting on the 10th of July to work on the new policies and procedures. Hager stated that it does need changing and Schmoker agreed stating that there is a lot of stuff un-needed in it, and wonders if they are doing it the right way by not just having mark Jarstad write it and Council review it, lee stated that it is the Councils responsibility and job to create this document and to send it to the attorney along with the old one to compare and critique.  There was some discussion but will continue on to the 10th of July.  Some discussion occurred. Lee asked Gile about the generator and Gile commented that if it does not rain they will take it apart later this week.  Schuler commented that she received a donation from the KFDRA in the amount of $500.00 towards the vet’s memorial in the city park.  Pavelka commented that they have some $15,000.00 pledged thus far.  Lee asked if they had renamed it yet and Pavelka says yes but needs to verify that and then commented that there was a man from Kellogg that died in WW2 and they will be placing a paver for him.  
MOTION BY PAVELKA SECOND BY BROADWATER TO ACCEPT THE $500.00 DONATION FROM THE KFDRA TOWARDS THE MEMORIAL IN THE PARK.  AYES: ALL. MOTION CARRIED. 

Pavelka commented that Friday afternoon the 14th of June at 3:00 PM they will be doing a flag retirement in the park with the boy scouts and asked if lee could attend, Lee will not be able to but Hager will help.
