POLICE REPORT:
WATER / SEWER REPORT:   
Gile was present and commented to council that after July 2013 all fittings that on pipes have to be brass or lead free, that means anything new has to meet those requirements they do not pertain to the old.  He then commented that he did talk to Vance Lee and he is going to start to tear the generator apart this next week.  Hager stated to Gile that at the last meeting Gile stated that we were over budget and Hager asked what that meant, and Gile commented that there is plenty of money out there, that he just budgets every year what his income is and tries to stay in that area, even though it is not a government fund and it is not required to budget.  The money he referred to was in reserves.   Hager asked if we had a print out of that and Schuler commented yes MMSA and Hager asked to have that at the next meeting and Schuler stated that she would provide that.  
PARK / GYM /STREETS REPORT
Lee stated that he had spoken to John Wingert in regards to the sidewalk across from the bank and he has to deal with the run off of the water towards Pat Halverson Seniors shed, and that Mr. Halverson has not been well lately and when he is back on his feet they will work on it but not until then to answer Schmoker’s question from the last meeting.  Schuler commented that she also spoke to Mr. Wingert and Eric Passe per request at the last meeting, concerning the chain link fence in the subdivision, they stated to Schuler that they are willing to donate the fence for what it cost to the City of Kellogg as long as the city provides them each with a letter stating that they are donating the fence at the dollar amount of $2000.00 each for tax purposes.  Some discussion occurred. 
MOTION BY PAVELKA SECOND BY BROADWATER TO ACCEPT THE DONATION OF THE FENCE IN THE SUBDIVISION AND TO HAVE SHCULER ISSUE THEM BOTH A RECEIPT FOR $2000.00 COST OF THE FENCE.  AYES: ALL. MOTION CARRIED. 
Leonhardt was present and stated that Fahrner will be here in about 10 days for chip sealing because Wabasha is not ready yet and they are doing the two jobs at the same time and have been backed up due to the weather.  He also commented that he and the engineer will watch.  Leonhardt addressed other sidewalks that also need repairing that the city wrote letters to and stated that he feels that they all need to be addressed not just Wingert’s.  The pottery shop, the bank, and the one by max Leisens house.  Some discussion occurred as to the next step and it was decided that the city attorney will be at the next meeting they will ask him then.  Schmoker then stated to Leonhardt that there are some pretty bad pot holes by the John Arens and realizes that it is not on the list to get done but is wondering if something can be done? Leonhardt stated that the pot holes he has been working on throughout the days and will continue to and he intends to get to them he just has not gotten that far yet, that was not in the street repairs bidding.  
Resident Robert Schuler who resides at 330 W. Belvidere Ave asked to speak, he commented to council that at last week’s meeting Gile asked for cones, signs and stop signs as a public safety issue for when they are working in the streets they should have that security, and you told them no, that they are over budget now, he does not understand why the council waived the fee on the liquor license for the fest when clearly some of those proceeds could have covered the cost of the safety equipment.  Lee commented that he understands his concerns and stated that he is pretty new to the community and that’s the way its been done for years, and Schuler commented that, that may need changing then.  Schuler feels like the city is giving everything away and not charging for its services or assets and feels that is a bad business decision.  Some discussion occurred.  Schmoker commented that the reason he voted against the cones and such was because at the last meeting he voted for a non-flammable gas cabinet and thought that took precedence.  Schmoker stated that he realizes the gym is closed but if someone wanted to rent it out how much would it cost, and council stated that a few years back they had a set charge for it and Schuler will look back in the  minutes to see what that stated.

Schuler commented that the fee last year was paid after and not before and Foster agreed, stating that they can pay ahead, and that they paid $300.00 last year.

Foster asked if there is anything else the city needs or questions in regards to the festival stating that the Irish girls are going to have to run/walk again and wanted to make sure there were no issues with the streets.  Lee asked if the Lions have requested the city office to get the streets closed for this year and Schuler commented not yet, and Lee commented that the city would need a formal request and also a request to hire the State Electrical inspector inspect the power poles in the park at a cost to the city, Gile commented that the carnival is responsible for the park electrical fee, and Lee stated that , that is separate for we still have to have the pole and electric turned on for across the street for the chicken stand and that is a fee of $180.00.   Foster commented that she would get the requests.
