REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

7-9-14

FIRE REPORT:  
Arens was present and discussed wanting to host an open house for the fire department in regards to their new truck and asked if the council thought they should do it at the unveiling of the hero’s memorial.  Some discussion occurred and it was decided to not do it at the same time but rather in October when it is actually fire prevention month, with the department serving hot dogs and such to the public.  Arens will discuss it with the members and let council know the specifics as it gets closer.  Schmoker commented to Gile that he mentioned the generator and they did have someone take a look at it and Arens commented that the turbo might be bad but they do not know for sure yet but it is sucking oil right now.  
KLS REPORT: 
Schuler updated the council on the discussion of the last meeting in regards to someone entering the KLS building, stating that Schmoker stopped by her house one evening this week to mention that he had witnessed yet again someone entering the building and had called the police as advised by council.  Schuler commented that we now have more than enough information as to who, what, and how it happened.  There is a letter from Jewson realty in the council pack.  Jewson briefly described in the letter that Jerry Arens was given the key to show a family member the property one day when Jewson was not available, Mr. Arens then took it on himself to have the key duplicated and has been going into the complex without Mr. Jewson’s knowledge.   Hager asked where that key is today and Schuler commented that according to Jewson he has not received it back yet.  Schmoker commented that the issue that he has is that we notified Jewson that someone was going in there and he assured us that no one was entering without his permission the first time, Schmoker stated that he did speak to Jerry Arens by phone twice for Mr. Arens called him, and he cannot believe that Jewson would give that key to someone and let them go in alone.  Schmoker commented that he definitely thinks it is wrong to even think about giving the key to someone without anyone from his office being there.  Hager commented that the realtor represents us and two he has other employees that could have accompanied them.   Schmoker stated that it was more than just two times Mr. Arens went into the building.  Lee stated that this is simple enough to understand that Arens is trying to get family backing and just wanted to show them the complex.  Lee stated that Arens accepted all the blame for having the key made.  Schuler commented that she had spoken to Arens the day after the incident and he was quite upset that the police were called and stated to her he was calling all council members.  Schuler commented that she does not know what the conversations were but assumes he called everyone. Pavelka feels that we should just move forward.  Hager commented that the responsibility falls on the relator and Schmoker agreed stating that just because he made the key and admitted it still falls on Jewson.   Lee stated that we should just forget about it and Schmoker commented that he does not want to just forget about it.  Lee commented that we know that it is not going to happen again.  Warren stated that entering a building without permission is a misdemeanor but having a key made that is a felony, he also commented that the first step is to talk to the people for as a warning and if happens again then charges can be filed.   Some discussion occurred.  Schuler commented that the next day she asked Pavelka to go over and make sure all lights and such were turned off and the building was not even locked, and Warren stated that the officer should have checked that as well.  Hager commented that we have items in there needing to be secured and can’t have this.  Schmoker commented that after all of this we should void the contract with the relator, Pavelka disagreed along with Lee.  
POLICE REPORT
Warren was present and discussed some recent drug activity on the North end of town and it has been taken care of, along with a few assaults.  He also commented that he is working on the coverage for the festival and has done it enough to know what they need but if anyone has any questions or comments to feel free to call him.  He then commented that one of his officers has gone to the Sheriff’s department which happens, and that ben Swanson is now full time, and that they have requested a new vehicle.  Broadwater asked if they had any luck with the man on the tracks and he commented he believes that there is more than one guy, but the one Broadwater is referring to no.  He did state that there have been some vagrants moving through that they asked to leave and they are just looking for help.   Lee asked about the classes that were in the news with the county, and warren commented that the sheriff’s office cannot offer this, but it may happen with the city for it does not cover them in the suit.  He then commented that they have a new program with the city called Community watch and Awareness, this consists of residents that will be trained as a liaison with the residents and the police department and that this will be available to anyone that would want to take the training to call him.  He then commented that they have opened up a cold case that everyone has heard about and is going well.  Hager asked if they are going to do a national night out this year and Warren commented yes it will be held in August at the CJC and they will be providing hot dogs etc, to all those who attend.  He also stated that this is not from tax payer monies it is from the drug fund.  Some discussion occurred and Warren left the meeting.
WATER / SEWER REPORT:   
Schuler stated that she talked to Brenik lee about the generator and he stated that it is going in this week and he stated that the pistons and the rings needed to be ordered and that was over $400.00.  Schuler asked council what the cap is here for repairs for it seems to be really dragging on, Schuler will look at the past minutes and see what she can come up with for she is concerned of this whole process.  Gile commented that we need it fixed so we are stuck at this point.  Schuler commented that she has never seen an invoice.  
KAFR REPORT:

PARK / GYM /STREETS REPORT
Gile was present and discussed the prices of mix from Passe for the pot holes and stated that it is $175.00 per ton for the black top and that is about three to four bob cat bucket loads.  Some discussion occurred.

MOTION BY PAVELKA SECOND BY HAGER TO HIRE PASSE TO FILL THE REST OF THE POT HOLES.  AYES: ALL. MOTION CARRIED.  
Schuler presented council with the quote from Danckwart to reseed the area on Kendall Ave that was discussion at the last meeting.  The price quoted was $861.71, and stated that he would like to wait until fall for it is not the right time of year for this to take and they will end up doing it again although they will use blanket but cannot guarantee it will take now for it is too hot.  Hager asked why we could not do it ourselves and Gile commented because we have no one to do it, and yes we could do it but we are down an employee right now.  Hager then asked if this was a safety hazard and Gile commented no, but we did dig it and it is our responsibility to fix it.  Some discussion occurred
MOTION BY HAGER SECOND BY SCHMOKER TO TABLE THE SEEDING AS PROPOSED.  AYES: ALL. MOTION CARRIED.  

Lee asked Schuler to send the homeowners a note to let them know we have not forgotten them that we are simply waiting for the fall.  Schuler then reported on the rail road ditch stating that she call WHKS the engineer and had him come down assess the situation and meet with Passe, she stated that he agrees that there is a low spot that will need to be fixed and it will need to be reseeded again and Passe is aware.  The engineer stated that he will work with Passe to ensure that this gets done and if anyone has any questions for the engineer they can call him anytime.  Gile stated that the ditch is working for he has pictures of it after the last rain on file.  Schuler then commented that she spoke to Wingert on the sidewalk by the office and he stated that he has been very busy but is waiting for a gopher locate on the property to get the project started.  She then commented the sidewalk and the weeds by the pottery shop and wants to know what council wants to do about that.  Schmoker stated that we sent several letters to her in regards to the sidewalk and that the last time she was at council she stated that she was going to have Wingert do the work, Schuler commented that according to Wingert he has never been approached.  Some discussion occurred.  
MOTION BY BROADWATER SECOND BY HAGER TO SEND CYNTHIA NOVAK OWNER OF THE POTTERY SHOP AT 305 EAST SHEPPARD STREET TO HAVE HER SIDEWALK EITHER REMOVED OR REPAIRED BY AUGUST 15, 2014 OR THE CITY WILL TAKE OTHER ACTIONS.  AYES: ALL. MOTION CARRIED. 
Schuler then discussed a complaint about the property up at Mr. Pavelka’s resident stating that he has a lot of weeds growing under his pine trees.  Pavelka commented that they are not his weeds and that they are actually on his neighbor’s property.  Schuler will write a letter to Mr. Collier in regards to his weeds.  
Hager then asked about the applications for the maintenance position and Schuler commented that we received 9 (nine) applications and we have met as a committee and have eliminated 4 of the nine that did not meet basic job requirements in accordance to the job description we are planning on 5 interviews next week in the evenings and will bring a recommendation to council at the 23rd meeting.  Schmoker asked what the requirements were and Schuler referenced the job description.  Schuler then asked about the sidewalk by Margret Delmeida as well stating that she has made comment that she cannot fix it so the city may as well and charge her.  Some discussion occurred.  Schuler will get a letter from Delmeida stating that she is ok with the city fixing it and have it on file. Lee commented that if we get the letter we can call and start getting prices for the repairs.  Schuler then commented about the sidewalk by Romaine millers as well, and that is completely up to the homeowners.  Schuler then commented about the Hero’s memorial and a meeting with Ken Pavelka stating that he had approached her and since the walls and statues are in and up it should probably be covered by insurance so Schuler agreed and spoke to the cities insurance in regards and added it to the park policy for safety and protection.  Schuler feels the same as the committee that due to the cost of the memorial and it will be a city memorial it should be covered.   Schuler then stated that Loren Ott came in the office very upset about the new flood plain portion area in the city limits stating that apparently a few years back the federal government changed its flood plain demographics from location to elevation and he just recently received notice from his insurance that he is now in a flood plain and needs some flood insurance, and apparently there are only tow companies in the United States that sell this insurance and the only way he can receive it is if the city participates in the NFIP (National Flood insurance program), After discussing this with Mr. Ott Schuler made phone calls to the cities insurance provider and was told that in order for the city to become a member it is a long and lengthy and expensive process and that there are only 6 to 7 homes in Kellogg affected by this advises against it.  Schmoker asked why she would waste her and the cities time on this for we did not change the lines and it should not be or issue and she commented that it is a resident concern and that is what the office is for and then she is to bring it to council tom advise them as to what is happening in there city.  Lee stated that this is something that should come through the office and given the help she can give.   Schuler stated that the homeowners have basically two options, one is to have their property surveyed to fight the elevation which may or may not help them and two talk to their bank and get their help in the insurance.  Schuler stated that if any council member is approached by any of the residents this now affects to either discuss the issues or send them into the office and to state that they are aware of it.  
P.C. COMMITTEE:
Art Stirneman was present to discuss some issues he has on his property in regards to the need to change the structure of his property and being he is the PC chair he wants to direct this to council as a whole.  Stirneman is looking at taking out the basement of his home that is currently in the alley ROW in which he has an encroachment signed with the city.  Because of the issues he has had he wants to get rid of that entry and bring the alley back to its original grade.  He is looking at a variety of fixes but at this time needs permission for some temporary storage for all of his things and is looking at 2- 20 foot or 1- 40 foot connex to store it in to be placed on his property for approximately a year.  He is looking at seeking a variance for this work to be done, and is wondering if he is able to go to the neighbors and get all their blessings and signatures if the city would entertain that variance.  Basically he would be deleting the encroachment and asking for a variance.   Some council members asked if they could go up after the meeting a get a look at the project so they can better familiarize themselves with it and Stirneman stated yes.  Some discussion occurred.  Stirneman will move forward with the neighbors and bring it all back to council after they look at it.

MOTION BY SCHMOKER SECOND BROADWATER TO APPROVE THE ACCOUNTS PAYABLE WITH CHECK NUMBERS: 94984-95005 AYES: ALL.  MOTION CARRIED.  
OTHER BUSINESS: 
Schuler read aloud the first mandatory reading of the summary ordinance with HBC
Schuler also commented that the questions that Hager had in the wording of the agreement was right and after speaking to HBC the corrections were made and all council received them via email.
Schuler presented a donation from Yaholligans to the ball field in the amount of $100.00.
MOTION BY SCHMOKER SECOND BY BROADWATER TO ACCEPT THE $100.00 DONATION FROM YAHOOLIGANS FOR USE OF THE BALL FIELD.  AYES: ALL. MOTION CARRIED.  

Schuler then presented council with $3500.00 in brick donations for the Hero’s memorial
MOTION BY SCHMOKER SECOND BY HAGER TO ACCET THE $3500.00 IN BRICK DONATIONS.  AYES:  ALL. MOTION CARRIED.  

Schuler also stated that applied for a grant from people’s co-op for the Hero’s memorial and was awarded $840.00 to help offset the large flag poles.

Schuler commented that Larry Passé came into the office and stated that he is really bored and if the city needed help with the mowing while between maintenance positions he is willing for he knows the equipment.  Some discussion occurred.

MOTION BY HAGER SECOND BY PAVELKA TO HIRE LARRY PASSE TO OCCASIONALLY MOW THE GRASS IN THE CITY UNTIL A MAINTNENACE PERSON IS HIRED AND TO PAY HIM THE $10.75 GENERAL MAINTNENACE WAGE.  AYES: ALL. MOTION CARRIED.  
Gile will get together with Passe to discuss the areas,  
Schuler then commented that she was approached by some residents asking if a street closure was filed while they were working on the memorial and Schuler stated yes two were written out.    
Hager asked Schuler if she had the quarterly financials completed yet and she stated no, that she has not had the time with everything going on and being between maintenance she is buried and hopes to get it done soon.
