FIRE REPORT:
Arens was gone due to being at another meeting in Rochester for the KFD, there would be an ad going in the papers for their open house Sat October 4th from 11-1.
KLS REPORT: 
Schmoker asked if there was anything still on in the KLS.  The walk in is still on, the decision was made to turn it off.  
POLICE REPORT
Hager spoke with them in regards to safety concerns about a pile of Logs across the street from Bernice Graners home, but notices the pile is still there.  Broadwater stated that they had been moved back from the road after the time of delivery, and Gile stated they are put there every year and that the homeowner cuts them up and moves them as they are used to heat his home all winter. 
WATER / SEWER REPORT:   
Gile stated he has looked into the cost of Stop Signs and Yield Signs, they are $50 each.  They would be in need of 6 each.  

MOTION WAS MADE BY PAVELKA SECOND BY SCHMOKER FOR GILE TO PURCHASE 6 STOP SIGNS AND 6 YIELD SIGNS. AYES: ALL PRESENT. MOTION CARRIED. 
Gile spoke with Vance about the generator, the engine is put back together, and they are now waiting on Brenik to put the whole unit back together.  The delay was due to issues getting parts.  

Hager asked if the city has a plan for water line freeze ups for the upcoming winter and if there were any preventative measures the city could take.  Gile stated that the council needs to make the decision on how to handle things, the bigger cities say it is the home owner’s responsibility no matter what, or they offer a line item freeze up fee charge on the monthly billings.  Due to the size of Kellogg the yearly fee won’t work to cover the expenses incurred.  Last year the freeze ups started on January 28th/29th.  Gile can keep an eye on the frost levels thru an online program.  It was decided to have Gile keep an eye on the frost levels and that the city would send a letter to all residents clearly stating that the city is not responsible for freeze ups if residents chose not to run their water, and that the city’s meter reader can read a water history showing this.  
KAFR REPORT:

Leonhardt stated that Darren had tried and almost got stuck.  Gile stated he would let Darren know if needed to be mowed.  Lee brought up the potholes by the recycling shed Pavelka had placed on the agenda.  Discussion occurred on how to handle them.
MOTION BY PAVELKA SECOND BY HAGER TO CALL PASSE AND HAVE HIM COME AND FILL THEM IN WITH CRUSHED ROCK AND DO ALL OF THE LEVELING OFF TO FIX THE ISSUE.  ALL: AYES.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Leonhardt was also to follow up with Passe about filling in potholes when he was contacted about the crushed rock at the recycle sheds.

Schmoker questioned this answer and Pavelka questioned if Jewson was open to an addendum to the agreement.  Lee stated he would look into it.

There was only one bid turned in for the sidewalk in front of the Dalmeida property and it was for $3445, this was to tear out and replace the sidewalk.  

Schmoker questioned how the city can step in and do one project when other property owners have not fixed their sidewalks in over a year as well.  Discussion occurred
MOTION BY SCHMOKER AND SECOND BY HAGER THAT IF ALL (3) THREE PARTIES HAVE RECEIVED LETTERS WITH PREVIOUS DEADLINES FOR REMOVAL/ REPAIR OF THE SIDEWALK, TO HAVE IT HIRED OUT TO REMOVE THE SIDEWALK AND BRING IT BACK TO GRADE, ON THE SIDE OF WINGERTS EMPTY LOT AND ALONG THE SIDE OF CYNTHIA NOVAKS POTTERY SHOP, HOWEVER IF THERE IS NO LETTER ON FILE TO RESEND EACH PROPERTY OWNER A LETTER ADVISING THEM TO REMOVE/REPAIR THE SIDEWALK WITH A DEADLINE OF OCTOBER 10TH TO COMPLETE THE REQUEST.  IF NOT DONE BY THIS DATE THE CITY WILL HIRE OUT TO COMPLETE THE PROJECT AND IT WILL BE ASSESSED TO THE PROPERTY OWNERS.  ROMMELS BID IS ACCEPTED AND HE WILL BE HIRED TO REMOVE AND REPLACE THE SIDEWALK IN FRONT OF DALMEIDA’S HOME.  AYES: ALL. MOTION CARRIED
